As member churches of the Fellowship of Congregational Churches, ‘fellowship’
is obviously a key word, because it identifies how we function together, just as
’Congregational’ identifies who we are individually.

But what does our ‘fellowship’ look like? There are many ways this operates
throughout the year, including the vital ministry of prayer and valued support for
FCC events such as the annual Assembly, Training Seminars, Easter and Junior
Camps and Fellowship of Congregational Women’s Meetings and Houseparties.

But there are many more examples of our ‘fellowship’ in action, and the following
are included for your encouragement:

As a result of the appeal for funds to support the ministry of the Wandong
Congregational Church following the devastating fires in February, $15,537 was
forwarded from the FCC family ($5,000 from FCC Social Services Committee
funds and $10,537 from donations by individuals and churches: $5,565 through the
Social Services Committee and $4,972 through the FCC Treasurer).

Donations to the FCC Dollar Habit programme, for the support of FCC ministries

(Ministry Training, Home Missions and World Missions) stand at $16,663.68 for
the current financial year, well ahead of the budget estimate.

The 2009 FCC Church in Focus, Campsie Chinese Congregational Church,
recently purchased its own property and the Padstow Chinese Congregational
Church is donating funds towards this, just as Campsie did some years ago when
Padstow was in the same situation (there may also be others who are assisting).

The Hunters Hill Congregational Church Retirement Village recently refitted
its kitchen. Commercial quality kitchen fittings and equipment that were no
longer required have been donated to Camp Fletcher and these will make a
great difference to the campsite as they are installed during the coming months.

Combined services by our East Hills district churches and exchange visits by our
Queensland churches have been times of blessing and encouragement.
